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  (Approximate size 4”x 2.5”x 1.5”)
INSTRUCTIONS: As simple as 1,2,3!
    1. Momentarily press the rocker switch on the side of the unit until the Green LED (reference point) 
lights. Continue to hold for a second (or click twice) then release.

     2. While the Green LED light is lit, place the crimped end of the shell slowly into the unit. The LED 
lights will head in the direction of the material in the shell.   After removing the shell, the LED 
should return back to the Green reference point. 

     3. The unit will shut off automatically after 20-30 seconds. For more time press the switch again.

Helpful hints in using this device.


As you insert the shell, the LED lights should move in one smooth direction. Solid Steel shells and “common size” Copper Coated Steel should read all the way to the Green LED Light. Large Copper Coated Steel Shot (BBB - T-Shot) may not read all the way to the Green Steel LED, and will end up in the Yellow, depending on the amount of copper coating. With Steel shot that is topped off with Lead, the LEDs will move towards Steel then turn around and may end up in the Yellow. If the LED lights turn around or any Red LED lights come on, the shell should be opened and inspected for LEAD.
